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Leading Nationalists Speak

Without Compromise

Recent Nationalist Convention Takes Positive Stand — Adopts Dynamie
Platform Inspired By Crusading Veterans of the Movement.

Address By (Maj. General

The text for my remarks tonight is that ape-old
challenge to the sentry gnarding the ecity rampart—
“Watchman, Watchman, What of the Nighi?"' The
inhahitants of that city ware worried, for they wers
living under a strain, just as we are today. Like
every soldier of all times, that watehman knew some-
thing of the dangers that beset his eity from enemies
far distant. Perhaps during his tour of duty he
had caught an enemy spy attempting to scale the wall,
while others disguised as friends, attempted to pass
the: eity gate. But the thing that disturbed that
watchman was when he looked dowmn into the city
itself, There he conld see individuals of questionable
loyalty active in the market place, as they talked to
groups of workers and soldiers attempting to advanee
their nefarious sehemes, You and I, as watchmen,
in this eritical Year 1948, are worried for the very
same reason, and repeatedly we have sounded the
alarm only to be smeared from coiast to coast by the
minorities now in control.

Our enemies have not felt strong enough to attack
our Republic openly, so they have adopted the plan
of gradual infiltration, something far more danger.
ous than open attdick, especially as our people refuse
1o recognize the dangers of the tragedy, While do-
ing this, they are trying to bleed us white, as directed
by Lenin, and so weaken us for the kill. They would
undermine our Army if they could and eertainly
they are making the effort. You and I have repeated-
ly recommended 4 house eleaning that would elimi-
nate all disloyal eitizens from our government, local,
state and national, especially where those rats oceupy
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salient places, the eontrol of which is so vitally neces-
sary in the event of a national emergency. T have in
mind leadership in all defense forees, in labor unions,
civil police forees, and in all those facilities furnish-
g light, water and transportation to the publie.

When efforts have been made to awnken our peo-
ple to the dangers those very same enemies, by skill-
ful propaganda, too often using government facilities
and money taken from your taxes, have dissipated
the fears of our people, saying—why worry about the
Communists, there are so few of them in the Unijted
States. Are there only a few! The fact is, there are
thousands upon thousands. They are skillfally cam-
ouflaged behind innocent sounding fronts while they
have organized, bred and grown in strength, and in
brazen disvegard of the rights of all those honest-to-
God Christian Americans who love our Republic and
who stand ready to fight for its safety. To our
shame, it must be recorded that some few Christians
have sold out for a mess of pottage, even so-called
Christian Ministers and Clergymen,

For fifteen years, large numbers of these disloyal
individuals have been camoufleged under the banner
of the New Deal. This was in direct compliance with
their leaders' instruetions when Earl Browder or-
dered—*"* Vote for the New Deal, that iz our stepping
stone fo power.” Today they are ‘'feeling their
vats,”’ They believe they are strong enough to come
out into the open and camp alone. Let us pray that
they may continue to do so, and thus split the vote of
our enemies, paving the way for a thorough house
cleaning,
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The individual citizen can think as he likes.. No
law ean control the workings of the human mind, The
citizens can be interested in radical changes in our
government, and he can talk and write about them.
if he likes. Should he be able to eonvinee the major-
ity 1o his way of thinking, he may, by the orderly,
lawful proeesses, recognized by our Constitution, ef-
fect these changes. But when he and his followers,
still a minority, aftempt to ram their nefarious
schemes down the throats of the ereat majority by
Ubloody revolution' if necessary, as they boast, that
is treason, and all such ghould be promptly tried and
lined up and shot. Such a conrse would be right and
lawful but the reason we cannot follow it is that all
those rats have a vote, and unfortunately, in our sys-
tem of government, many & practical politician will
gell out his birthright for a mess of votes, no matter
how low may be the creatures possessing those votes.
It is that very situation that has finally destroved
every Republie in history, and we will be no exeeption

unless we wake up, put our armor on, and meet the
issue squarely,

Are these Communist rats just a loose mob of un-
organized individuals? No, they are perfectly organ-
ized, from top to bottom, on a worldwide basis, Their
Commander-in-Chief lives in Moscow. Listen to his
lust directive, as published in a Congressional doen-
ment. Stalin ssid this:

"I consider that the Communist Party of the United
States Is one of the few Communist Parties to which
history has glven decisive tasks from the point of
view of the World Revolutionary Movement. The
revolutionary crisis has not yet reached the United
States, but we already have knowledge of numerous
facts which suggest that it is appheaching. It iz nec-
essary that the Communist Party should be capable of
meeting the moment of crisis, fully equipped to take
the direction of future class wars in the United
States. You must prepare for that, Comrades, with
all your strength and by every means; you must con-
stantly improve and bolshevize the Amerlean Com-
munist Party. You must forge real revolutionary
leaders of the proletariat, who will be capable of |ead-
ing millions of American workeps toward the revolu-
tionary class war."

Let's be fair as we consider present day Russia.
She 13 largely our baby. After watching her eruel
regime for some 16 years, we recognized her and ac-
cepted her in our camp. Later, we nourished her,
armed her, fought shoulder to shoulder with her as
we assisted her in destroying the only power in Cen-
tral Europe that had not only stopped the march of
Bolshevism but also the mareh of Russia to Constan-
tinople and Western Europa.

Prime Minister MacKenzie King, in retiring a few
days ngo, warned that Communism was the greatest
menace of our times, and that at any hour free nations

of the world might have to defend their freedom with
their lives,

Now a word about UN. You and I are deeply in-
terested in world peace, But we insist that in our
efforts to establish it, the integrity of our Republie
be fully preserved. Today, speakers are so often
booed if they mention George Washington's adviee,
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that we should mind our own business in & warring
world. Cur engmies use the word ‘‘Isolationists’ to
smear the loyal citizen whe believing in world peace
is not willing to destray onr Republic to secure. it.
But there iz another word that George Washington
might have used in the same sense, a word that ean-
not be boded down, for it is the stiongest influence
in the world today, and that is “‘nationalism.'’ Na-
tionalism has advaneed by leaps and bounds all over
the world. It is the influence of nationalism that
first dismembered and finally destroved the British
Empire and Commonwealth, Egypt, Tndia, Burma,
Canada, Australid, South Afriean Republie, Sudan,
Hong Kong, are all gone, or going. Wo are the only
sucker in the world preaching internationalism. Rus-
sia believes in UN, conditionally, that is, one world
ruled by Rossin. The Zionist Jews have u dream of
one world, administered by the Jews, with headgunr-
ters in Palestine, Fortunately, for the world, all
dews are not Zionists. Reecently, Lessing J, Rosen-
wald, head of the anti-Zionist American Couneil for
Judaism, sounded a warning. 1 quote him, as pub-
lished in the magazine, Time:

“The State of lsrael is not the state or home land
of the Jewish people. To Americans of Jewish faith,
it is a foreign state. Our single and exclusive nation-
al identity Is to the United States. American citizens
have no right to participate In the political life of the
Gtate of Israel, except through the proper agencies
and procedure of the (U. 8.) Government."

In other words, American Jews are in the same
position as Irish Ameéricans, German Amerieans,
Italian Amerieans, ete, The eountry of their alle
ginnee must be the United States, and no other.

The Constitution of the United States clearly recog-
nizes the deeentralization to the States of all rights
and powers, exeept those few which were given to the
Federal Government itself, that is, State Nationalism
was fully recognized and it is a basic prineiple in our
Union. The people of this great State of Missouri
would not permit their affairs to be run by a gang
in Texas or Californin, for example. We in Georgia
reject all the adviee we get from the North, generally
from BStates knowing little or nothing of our local
problems, The Constitution gave fow specific powers
to the Federal Government, leaving the States in free
possession of all other rights and powers. We don't
want to be governed from Moseow, from Jernsalem,
or from Washington, except in those few national
problems which were assigned speecifieally to the
Federal Government,

I warn the Ameriean people not to be led astray
by reports that Stalin had a long friendly conference
with this or that diplomat. Stalin is the mouthpiece
of the Russian Politieal Buoreau, that forms Russian
poliey and poverns the Unton, He does not aet alone,
he cannot, Two basie principles govern him. They
did not come from his fertile brain, but he fell heir
to them. The first is a legacy from the Czars. For
well over one hundred years Russia has planned to
march on, take Constantinople for the purpose of be-
coming a power in the Mediterranean Sea, at the same
time extending her control over Western Europe.
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The second fundamental policy governing Stalin is
not quite so old; it comes from Lenin, Here it is in
Lenin's own words

“If war |ls waged by the proletariat after it has
conguered the bourgeoisle In Its own country (as in
Russia), and is waged with the object of strengthen-
ing and extending soclalism, such a war Is legitimate
and ‘holy"."

What prevented Russin from achieving these ambi
tions! 1 repeat, it was the existenes of the German
people in Central Europe.  Shortly before World
War 11, that wonderful Quéen, Wilhelmina of the
Netherlands, stated, in effect, that while she held no
brief for Germany she thought it was a creat mistake
to so erush Germany that it coold not comtinue to
serve as a buffer against oncoming Bolshevism in Eu-
rope,

But, my friends and fellow wiatehman, the imme-
diate problem hefore us tonight 1§ in the answer to
the question, what is to be onr eourse during the 48
eampaign{ Permit me to give you my answer,

We shall continue te be militant Christian national-
Ists, always on guard as watchmen,

We shall always proceed lawfully, supporting law
and order, and insisting that our enemies be compelled
to act in the same way.

We shall always work In the interest of honorable
world peace — a peace fully safe guarding the integ-
rity of our natien — but should ocur Republic become
invelved In war or revolution, rightly or wrongly, we
will defend it to our last drop of blood.

We will work for the elestion of a strong Congress,

that will enact wise legislation.to be falthfully admin-
istared by a purged White House,

We demand loyalty in our leaders throughout our
Government., national, state and local, and we Inaist
that esach and every citizen whese allegiance to his
club, hie unlon, his tribe, or his native state, takes
precedent over his allegiance to the United States, be
denied suffrage and driven from ocur shores.

We demand that our doors be closed to Immigration.
Thousands of refugess have been run into this country
from Central Europe since 1933, illegally. Mr. J. Edgar
Hoover states in hiz June report of this year that
4,565 members of a group of 6,393 Communists Investi-
gated, were either of foreign birth, married to immi-

grants. or born of immigrant parants.

We demand that the taboo be removed from the
word Jew; and the Jewish problem be brought aut into
the open, thoroughly discussed and selved for all time
in the Interest of Christian Amerlca.

State Capitols must be moved from the District of
Columbia and returned to thelr respective States,
where they belong, leaving the States In full.control
of their constitutional powers-and rights. No state
will permit its affairs to fall under the control or the
administration of a mob of the proletariat, be they
white or black, Christian or Jew, thus while recogniz-
ing nationallsm In world atfairs, we [nslst upon |t
for each state according to constitutional |aw.

Az to the problem of housing, there will be plenty
of housea avallable If the enemles within our gates
are properly housed behind barbed wire, where they
belong. As to education, the state should amccept no
Federal ald if with It they must accept un-American
professors and teachers, and un-American doctrine.
Reeently, T had the honor of being a pallbearer at

the funeral of that grand old soldier, John J. Persh-
ing, In closing, | want to give you & warning from
bim, when he said;

“I ghould like to think the time will come when war
will be banished from tha earth. | should like to be-
lieve too that never again will the gnarled and twisted
ambitions of any onre Individual in authority be permit-
ted to plunge the world into agony. And yet, even
Demecracy is safe from the dominion of the autocrat
only so long as an Intelligent and patriotic people hold
fast the reins of government.”

Eighty years ago, Lor? Maeaulay wrote a warning
letter to this country, which has become a classie, and
often quoted, for it has been proven to be so true.
At the end of that letter he said, In effedt—your Re-
publie will be as fearfully plundered and Iaid waste
in the twentieth century as was the Roman Empire in
the fifth, but with this one differenee, the hnns and
vandals who destroyed the Roman Empire came from
without, but the huns and vandals that will one day
destroy and lay waste your United States of America,
will come from within, engendered by your own in-
stitutions,

You and I, as miltant Christign nationalists, must
gee to it that that propheey ean never eome true,

Me, Chairman and Ladies and Gentlemen af the
Christign Nalionalist Convention:

We are meét to inmugorate for Ameriea a new, a
Christian and a Nationalist Party, We assemble
here in the heart of this the most magnificent Repub.
lie that ever the sun shone on, the last, best hope of
edrth, yet & Republic whose right to live is challenged,
not by foreipn enemies only, but by enemies far more
dangerous, slicns and traitors within

Mark you the word, within, Not merely within the
boundaries of the Nation, but within its very govern.
ment itself, O all the ills that ean befall & repub-
lie the most fatal in its possibilities is the presenes of
traitors within its government,

Such is the erisis of this hour, It is o erisis fraught
with judgment and sentence not alone for the life or
the death of the Great Republie, but for the welfare
or the distastes of the living throughout the world and
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of their posterity down the years, even until the Mas.
ter of all men shall come again.

If the gravity of this state of things is told with
truth, yet more must be said. While the temporal
welfare of mankind, born and unborn, is laid upon
the balances of this great deeision which Ameriea
soon must make, within the whole lies a vaster issue
for determination. The etérnal happiness or the ever-
lasting misery of these human souls will receive the
impact of that great decigion which we faee at this the
erossroads of all time, for as 1 shall briefly point out
to yon, the foreign enemy and the domestic traitor
envision among the objects of their conspiracy not
only the death of Ameriea but the destruetion of
the faith of Christ.

Truly the erisis which we consider in this hall in
these hours is a erisis superlative in its scope and in-
finite in its consequence.



Equally it is certain that the corrupt or cowardly
political parasites who wearing the badge of the Dem-
ocratic Party or the badge of the Republican Party,
the mereenary misereants who administer onr govern-
ment to deceive our people and to deliver our Conntry
to its enemies, the faithless leaders who have ereated
the danger and are authors of the emergeney,—equal-
ly is it certain that these misrepresentatives of the
Ameriean people give us no hope for relief. Further
reliance upon these unjust stewards will end, not in
recovery, bat in death,

Burely the fang of the wolf will not heal the flesh
he has torn, nor will the poison of the serpent eure
the vietim smitten by his venomous hite.

And so, fram logic, necessity and duty, a new politi-
cil party, for the defense of America, against her
enemies, foreign and domestic, most arise, and here
tonight the Christian Nationalist Party, dedicating
itself to that noble task, is horn.

It is hardly required of me to say to you that the
anxiety which in all these later years [ have felt
daily lest my eountry perish becomes tonight a con-
cern which is sharpened to the quickness of consge-
eration, for 1 realize that this congregation of Amer.
iean patriots stands now in the pass behind which
the rightecus hopes of all men are puarded.

I congratulate all the loyal sons and danghters of
America here upon your membership in this Con-
vention, in which a movement of patriotie purpose
and power, linked with the destiny of America, chart-
ing its course and giving form to its foture, is begun.
Do not doubt that in this assembly for God and Coun-
try, each of you joins in the making of history for
the ages, and lifts sanctified hands to & sacred task,

I congratulate you again, and I feligitate our
Country, that in the forefront of this movement iz an
ineomparable leadership, Of two of our chiefs it is
my privilege to speak from personal acquaintanes.
They are here upon the platform and we will be priv-
ileged to hear their addresses. One is at the lnstrous
meridian splendor of his prime, the magnilicent pub-
licist who has issued the call for this Convention, an
Ameriean who with econsummate ahility, courage; en-
ergy, faith, loyalty and wisdom has done more in
these recent vears to restrain the destruetive hands
that Amerien’s foes have laid upon its traditions than
has any other man.  Out of turn, but beeause it is an
honor 1 wish to claim, I salute him now as the great-
est orator upon the continent, upon whose ahle genius
consecrated to the serviee of his Country, discerning
men and women all over this land rely for guidanee
and generalship in the coming battle, The other iz
the brave, brilliant and philosophic speaker whom
I shall introduce to you when I shall conelude, Dedi-
cating the service of his gifted intelleet and of his
loyal heart to the re-establishment of our National in-
dependence and honor, standing at life’s bright be-
ginning, he already has sulfered to the point of pris-
on persecution from the despoilers of America, The
gpirit of the pioneers and of the heroes of the Revolu-
tion animates his own, and to the young men and wo-
men of America hig patriotie prineiples, precepts and
practices are those of shining example,

We turn to the examination of the problem, so ex-
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tensive and insistent, whose depths we meet to fathom
and whose solution we here begin, Our eonntry calls
to us to answer fateful gquestions, What shall our
Republie do to be saved? By what thorny pathways
shall America leave the swampy lowlands of national
confusion, debasement and dishonor into the which
she now finds herself to have been betrayed? How
shall she reach again the highroad of national inde-
pendence, integrity, safety and self-respect? Through
what defeats, sacrifices, sufferings, splendors, vieto-
ries, shall she be redeemed ! How shall this holy house
of our fathers, this home of anecient glory and honor,
be made still to stand despite the dangers of foreign
intrigue, domestic treachery and political fally !

Short years ago, almost within the memory of the
youngest in this hall, the United Btates of America,
in the words of one of her statesmen, was a republie
reating securely upon the foundation stones quarried
by revolutionary patriots from the mountain of eter-
nal truth, a republic in which every citizen was a
sovereign bot no one cared or dared to wear a erown,
a republic that stood erect while empires all around
were bowed beneath the weight of their own srma-
ments, & republic whose flag was loved while other
flags were only feared, a republie which shook thrones
and dissolved aristoeracies by the foree of its silent
example and gave light to those who sat in darkness
and the shadow of night, a republic whose course, like
the path of the just, “as ¢ shingng light that shineth
mare and more wnfo the perfect day.™

But what of this republie today? It is ridden with
the evil consequences of its own conduet in entering
within a quarter of a century two wars in Europe and
another in Asia initiated by combatant nations with
whose ambitions and aspirations the people of Amer-
ica have neither interest nor concern. These wars
were entered by Ameriea against the overwhelming
sentiment of the vast majority of its native born eiti-
geng.  They were entered through the machinations
of foreizn schemers collaboratine with treacherous
politicians unworthy of American birth and citizen-
ship, the one aiming at the subversion of the wealth
and manhood of our Country to their design to rule
the world, the other coveting with false ambition and
absurd vanity greater power over their fellows, both
dominated by the corrupt design to convert to the
gratification of their own selfish Iusts for gain the
liberties and the happiness of the people of America
and of the world itself.

This Hepublie, so lately the symbol of freedom
throughout the earth, but now through the manuever
of foreign enemies and of false lewders, become an
unprovoked aggressor and invader of the homelands
of other peoples, at this moment is the object of the
hatred of the rest of mankind, equally detested by
those whom it attacked and by those with whom it
made common cause in the hataful, hated and hate
inspiring business of war,

This enmity toward America is exaggernted by the
hypoerisy with which its forays upon the rest of the
world have been committed. Our faithless politi-
cians, leading us astray into the quarrels of others,
have defiled their souls and deceived our people with
the hypoeritical pretext that these wars were being
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fought to make the world safe for democracy, to lib-
erate the oppressed and to achieve a just and durable
peace.  Inall the sordid series of alien entanglements,
foreign alliances and wpgressive wars in which for
nearly a third of a century now the nsurpers of our
national power have invelved our Country, these mal-
efuetors, prompted and sapported by the Jew owned
or controlled echannels of public information, the
press, the radio and the sereen, these malefactors of
deceit and destruction have insistently proclaimed the
hypoeritical and paradoxical pretence that they make
war to obtain peace, that they seek conguest to spread
liberty, that they destroy to ercate, that they kill to
give life. Leading us into the hell of war the Demo-
crat-Republican eoalition, “agayne and agaynme and
agayne,’” have promised the vietims of their villainy
that at the end of the hloody trail the brotherhood and
pedce of everlasting paradise would be the portion of
those who saerificed,

Hypoerisy is indeed a dual viee, which spreads the
pretence of virtue upon every viee.

God Himself, in the days of His flesh, eondemned
with divine vehémenee this odious offense,

To the generation of Jew deceivers of his time, He
said :

“Now do ye Pharisces make clean the outside of the
cup and the platter; but your inward part is full of
ravening and wickedness.”

Again we read :

“He began to say unto his disciples, first of all, Be-
ware ye of the leaven of the FPharisees, which is hy-
pocrisy."”

And again :

“Woe unto you, Seribes and Pharisees, hypocrites,
for ye are as graves which appear not, and the men
that walk over them are not aware of them.”

At the end of this wretehed era of global wars for
which the hyvpoeritical imposters who have deceived
Amerien, the bi-partisan Demoerat-Republican ad-
ministration of our govermment, are responsibile, we
behald every vow they have made dishonored, every
promise they gave stripped naked in its falsity, every
poliey they pursued a delusion. We behold two-thirds
of the people of Europe chained to the chariot wheels
of the bloodthirsty and utterly depraved Jewish erim-
inals, who by mass assassination and starvation have
subjogated the vast Empire of Russia and hold it in
slavery, while the other third are being bribed with
the maney of the American tax-payer to a temporary
and mereenury allegiance to the Jewish criminals who
dominate the Democratio-Republican government at
Washington. We behold the helpless multitudes of
China, the most populous nation op earth, the sub-
continent of Indig, with more than three hundred
millions, the Indonesian archipelago, with a hundred
million more, in Burope the Kingdom of Greese, half
the people of the world, plagued, like America, by the
exploitations of corrupt cabals of erooked politicians,
motivated, in torn, by the malevolence of the nation
within all nations, international Jewry,—half the peo-
ple of the world engaged in unending civil war. We
behold our more or less good neighbors of the South
American continent, subsidized continually from the
American treasury, not so forbearing or restrained
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us we heretofore have been in dealing with domestie
traitors, viclently overturning their governments and
shooting the goyernors aut of hand, We hehold among
the ruins of Jew wviolated and Jew destroyed (ler-
many, earliest and longest home of the white race, a
war, either synthetic or real, we cannot vet tell, which
begins to take form with the Jew Demoeracy of Hus-
gia on the one side, and the Jew Democracies of
Ameriea, Britain and France on the other. That is
the alignment of today ; tomorrow the Jews may have
realigned their Demoeracies,

The almost mystic power of the Jew to disturb the
peace of the world is manifest in the matter of Pales-
tine, Less than half & million of these enemies of
humanity have invaded it, and seeking by murder
and other forms of terror to drive out the owners,
have obtained recognition by the government of the
United States and of the ontlaw Russinn oligarchs of
the spurions Jewish state set up by the invaders. The
object of these eriminals who are terrorizing Pales-
tine under the pretense of setting up & Jewish home-
land iz neither the achievement of a homeland nor
the wealth which Palestine is reputed to hold, The
objeet i to obtain possessiom of the holy places re-
vered by all Christians; to defile and destroy thesa
shrines, and thus to strike a mighty blow against
Christianity which will be felt throughout the earth.
This war of the Jews against Christianity has driven
Christinns underground in Russia, the war is spread-
ing to America, the stronghold of the Christian faith,
and threatens to involve all nations.

At home, our condition is more deplorable than is
our situation abroad. The faithless administraiors
of our govermment have denied and have set at
naught the fundamental of the American Constitu-
tional system, the core of human freedom, the Angla-
Baxon birthright of this Nation, the eentral principle
of the charter which the barong wrested from John
at Bunnymede, the principle rewritten in blood of
the brave unto this day, that government is the ger-
vant of the individual. Upon this chief bulwark of
the safety of the eitizen, these perverters of the rights
of men have superimposed the false doetrine of the
dictator and usurper, that the eitizen is the servant
and the government i the master, The result is a
veritable Pandora’s box of old world diseases, gov-
ernmental paternalism in every phase of the life of
the gitizen, rationing and price control of life’s basie
necesgities, subgidizing of agriculture and industry,
control of edueation for the purposes of propaganda,
interference with the employer-employee relationship,
suppression’ of the rights of the states to regulate
suffrage and to prohibit racial mongrelization, and
the taxation of the ecitizen to support the wars and
intrigues of dictatorial masters of peoples in foreign
lands. Government in America grasps the hands of
the gpangster at home and of the murderous usnrper
of povernment abroad, and turning pirate itself, re-
fuses protection to thé lives and the property of its
own citizens whom it taxes and oppresses.

A superstate whose avowed purpose is to destroy
American nationality and sovereignty is set up in
Ameriva. The glected representatives of the eitizens
of this Country legislate embezzlement from the
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Treastury of the United Stites of the money with
whith to support this alien enemy within our borders.

More of this sickening story could be told, but theé"

tale of the monstrous wickedness is too long to be
further reviewed. All that his been said is not in-
wvective or denuneciation, but the words of truth and
soberness,
